20000 ex-
amples of sea life including B50 different spe-
cies are currently exhibited in a wide range of
habitats. Appointed by the Ministry of Educa-
tion, Culture, Sports, Sclence and Technology
the agquarium is popular as a social education
institution, where 2 of the legendary mer-
maid “DUGONG" are bred as the only pair in
the world, the male “JUNICHI" is currently
breaking a breeding record. The building is
divided up between 12 zones by species and
habitat which can be explored at leisure,
